Cyber Bullying 
Cyber-bullying includes bullying by electronic means, which may include: 

1. creating a web page or a blog in which the creator assumes the identity of another person; 
2. impersonating another person as the author of content or messages posted on the internet; 

communicating material electronically to more than one individual or posting material on a website that 
may be accessed by one or more individuals.

�ƒ Contracts or behaviour plans;  
�ƒ Referrals to board-based supports and services and/or community partners.
