“Hope in God's help is not a prescription for apathy. A sense of one's own responsibility to act
remains indelible ... One is called to act in any case, to try as best one can, to further justice in
the world, however inhospitable the circumstances, in whatever way circumstances may allow.
Hope in God is not a substitute for one's own action, therefore; it can never mean, on my
account, that one need not take action oneself ... Hope in God's help doesn't mean one does
not have to try as hard ... Hope in God's help prompts such action in cases where one's own
efforts appear futile from the start, and sustains such action ... against feelings of impotence
and ineffectuality.”
